	The follow-up program should include the following:

1.  An update on compliance with the following mitigation measures:
-  to protect and preserve springs and rivers from farm inputs: planting of forest trees to cover at least 20m along each side of the river bank

-  to conserve soil moisture: plowing of open areas and weeding of crops during dry season should not be recommended

-  to reduce soil erosion and improve moisture retention: maintenance of hedgerows by 1m x 1.6m in height, training on salt technology, occasional zero and minimum tillage

-  shift to organic fertilizer after the application of inorganic fertilizer during the planting period

-  Integrated Pest Management shall be introduced during the entire life span of the project

2.  Monitoring of the survival rate and status of planted trees/hedgerows/cashcrops
